	 Definitions
	Citizens’ rights: right to vote and to stand as a candidate at elections to the European parliament and at municipal elections, right to good administration, right of access to documents, protection by the European ombudsman, right to petition, freedom of movement and of residence, and diplomatic and consular protection

Justice: right to an effective remedy and to a fair trial, presumption of innocence and right of defense, principles of legality and proportionality of criminal offences and penalties, and right not to be tried or pu​nished twice in criminal proceedings for the same criminal offence.

	What WE can do?

	Take part in the school assemblies/meetings.

Stand as candidates at school elections.

Consider the school regulations an example of legislative regulation (the school community is similar to a social community).

Participate in political activity as members of Youth Federations.
Work as volunteers to be active members of the social community.

Awake to problems related to justice, e.g. death penalty.  


	What EU can do?

Which actions, at European political level, have to be done in order to support and foster these values


	Promote intercultural exchanges among young people belonging to different countries in order to compare how these values are put into practice.
