	 Definitions
	Dignity: human dignity, right to life, to the integrity of the person, prohibition of torture and inhuman or degra​ding treatment or punishment, and prohibition of slavery and forced labour.

Freedoms: right to liberty and security, freedom of thought, conscience and religion, freedom of expression and information, freedom of assembly and of association, freedom of the arts and sciences, right to education, freedom to choose an occupation and right to engage in work, freedom to conduct a business, right to property, and right to asylum.

	What WE can do?

Which actions in everyday life we can do, as young people, to promote and to defend these values
	We have to respect the dignity and freedom of all people, even if they have different ideas, culture and religion. We mustn’t spread out ideas of racism and violence against immigrants or people who are different from us.


	What EU can do?

Which actions, at European political level, have to be done in order to support and foster these values


	EU could organize meetings which promote ideas of dignity and freedom.


	RESERVED TO TEACHERS
What would you recommend  about the role of Europe in fostering the development of these topics within the framework of formal educational system?
	Formal educational system can work in Europe at any level if it is made comparable in the different countries of the EU. A starting point should be the creation of a common structure where it is possible to “speak the same language”, and have a dialogue about the same topics. Common projects and true reciprocal comprehension are possible if educational institutions are similar.
