	 Definitions
	Equality: equality before the law, non-discrimination, cultural, religious and linguistic diversity, equality between men and women, rights of the child and of the elderly, and integration of persons with disabilities.

Solidarity: Workers’ right to information and consultation within the undertaking, right of access to placement services, protection in the event of unjustified dismissal, fair and just working conditions, prohibition of child labour and protection of young people at work, reconciliation of family and professional life, social security and social assistance, health care, environmental protection, and consumer protection



	What is it?

	Equality is the relationship between ethnic groups of people to equality of rights and duties within a social context. Often this concept of equality has been defended by such people as 
The Reverend Martin Luther King and Gandhi.

The values expressed by them have been manipulated by people who wanted to submit personal freedoms of the individual.

Solidarity means helping those in need without distinction both from an economic standpoint and from that office. 
This expression of humanity is professed in all the religions of the world, but the feeling is difficult to establish in human consciousness.



	What in MY country?
According to the situation in your country, list the aspects of the 2 general concepts that are not respected or enough promoted. 


	Our Constitution states that every people coming from foreign countries where fundamental rights aren’t guarantee, should be hosted because of the asylum right; other citizens come to Italy because in their countries there is high poverty rate but where the basic rights are promoted and where they can find  a job opportunity . In that case the problem is that some of them could participate to the Italian criminality.

	The actions that we can do, in everyday life, to promote and to defend these values are:

· Meeting with young people from other cultures to promote the knowledges of these issues.

· Direct meeting with humanitarian organizations, visits to nursing homes and orphanages;

· Courses and spot advertising material awareness;

· Organization of young groups that become available periodically to the cleaning of their territory

· Introduct places of worship of different religions.

· Introduct the same salary across Europe to the housewifes.

· Try to create a level of cultural knowledge and unitary competences across Europe about university.

· Obtain a optimal expertise about hospital across Europe  

· Modify the discipline of religion in the school to introduct all the religion history.

· Have a more control  of the application to laws about the students’ frequentation within 16. 

· To intervene social assistance to avoid the children’s instrumentalization.
